Terry handed out binders for Policy Committee Members to keep their notes in related to the project.  

Project Update:

Terry is collaborating with the Hinkson 319 and others in the area doing watershed work.  They’re working on putting on a conservation development workshop in the fall. This will be a ½ day event, the target audience will be developers, builders, realtors, engineers, interested public.  There are many people interested in being co-sponsors (HBA, Smart Growth, etc.).  We’re looking at bringing in a developer who has done them and can show the benefits for water quality and economic gain.

The GIS/SWSA RFP is almost awarded to excellent firm, but work delayed because some satellite imagery data needs to be collected when the leaves are off the trees. It will become public knowledge next week.
We are setting up a September Forum and Watershed Tour. It will be a ½ day event, start with presentations on watershed, then drive around and see the diversity, beauty, and problems within the watershed.
A brochure for the project has been developed, and was handed out.  The website has a new map, earth science info, bibliography of publications, and meeting minutes. New maps have been made for the brochure and the powerpoint presentation. 
We realized we need some more technical expertise than that which is present on the Steering Committee. Therefore, a Technical Group will be formed, and it will include people like Tom Ratermann and Lowell Patterson.  They will be asked to give educational presentations, and show up for specific Policy and Stakeholder Committee meetings to help us discuss specific topics

Stakeholder Committee Selection:


The Policy Committee started off with reviewing the roles of the Stakeholder Committee and the criteria guidance for someone to be on the committee. A few names were added to the official list and it was explained who they were.  The Steering Committee’s recommendations and the document they were in was presented to clarify it. Then, the chart showing various interests and groups that could represent them was discussed. 


There was much discussion of who should be on it, with new names coming up, and more ideas for criteria.  It was clarified that we don’t want to have representation on the Stakeholder Committee from someone who could represent an agency interest as well (either staff or elected official).   There was initially a lot of emphasis that representatives had to live in the watershed, but later the group agreed that this was not an absolute requirement since some interests had very viable claims within the watershed even if they didn’t live there (i.e. somebody who recreates at Rock Bridge, or someone who builds homes in the watershed).  For any professional organizations, their president would be contacted.

The Policy Committee agreed upon a list of people to invite to participate on the Stakeholder Committee (see Table 1). They agreed that if any nominees declined, the Policy Committee would come up with a list of replacements and vote, all via email.
Table 1.  The purpose of this table is to help see what are the different interests within the watershed, where they fit in making a balanced Stakeholder Group, and how the committee can be populated in order to have the proper breadth and balance necessary for representing the community on the project. 

Note: the people named in the right-hand column do not necessarily match the Groups listed next to their name; rather, they fit in well in the Major Category and represent some of the interests.
