Criteria for someone to be on the Stakeholder Committee
We need a total of 15-20 on the Committee. 

1. Need to represent an essential community interest in the watershed and not represent a governmental/agency interest; it is helpful if they are some type of officially-designated representative for an interest group; this will not be possible in some cases since there may not be an organization which represents them (i.e. landowners), in which case they should be well-connected within the community and their interest group.

2. There needs to be a balanced cross-section of interests represented.

3. Needs to have the time and energy to commit to the 3-year process

4. Needs to be able to negotiate well, have good communication skills, and be a consensus-builder
5. Needs to be able to promote the results of the planning process to their respective interest groups and citizens.
6. As some of the nominees have not been contacted, there should be a backup appointee for them in case they are not interested in participating.
