Meeting ran 2 hours, 15 minutes
The meeting started out with introductions.  Carol Van Gorp moved to approve the previous meeting’s minutes, seconded by ??. The motion passed unanimously.
Tools for Watershed Planning- City of Lenexa, KS case study:

Mike Beezhold, Watershed Manager with the City of Lenexa’s Stormwater Management Program, commonly referred to as “Rain to Recreation”.  He discussed how Lenexa (a Kansas City suburb having 45,000 people, with ~115,000 people at buildout) developed a watershed-based approach to managing stormwater.  The program has good public support, with 78% voter approval of continuing the 1/8% sales tax for another 5 years.  The program’s funding comes from this tax ($1 million/year), the stormwater utility ($1 million/year), and the capital development charge ($500,000/year).  A study Lenexa had completed stated that a watershed approach would cost private and public sector, combined, $25 million less ($100 vs. $75 million) than the conventional approach to stormwater management.  The tools used in their approach include new development standards, transfer of development rights (TDR), joint use detention, stream setbacks, and regional retention.  He then briefly discussed specific cases of bioretention cells, porous parking lots, wetlands, and Lake Lenexa.
Water Quality Monitoring:

Dr. Bob Lerch presented results from two studies within the watershed: intensive monitoring of two cave streams, and quarterly monitoring.  Both studies include 10 sites throughout the watershed, looking at nutrients, herbicides, turbidity, and coliform bacteria. 
A summary of conclusions: herbicides are detected in many samples, although not as high as in many agricultural watersheds in the northern part of Missouri nor are the annual medians above maximum contaminant levels (MCLs); water quality impairment was greater for Devil’s Icebox than Hunters Cave, related to greater intensity of row cropping and higher percentage of runoff-prone soils; fecal coliform and nutrient transport represent greatest water quality threats, currently; fecal coliforms appear to move with sediment, and is significant at all sites and most of the year. 
Removal of Zero-Attendance Committee Members:

It was discussed that one Stakeholder, Bill Crockett, has been to only ½ of one meeting.  He has told numerous people he was still interested in the project, but has not shown up to any meetings.  It was discussed that the engineering community is important to have represented.  Amelia Cottle moved to recommend that the Policy Committee ask him to step off the committee; motion seconded by ??  There was discussion about how appropriate it was to ask someone to step off the committee since they were all volunteers.  Others mentioned that it was not fair to staff that he does not participate.  Some were concerned that the motion, as stated, did not include a request that his vacancy be filled by another engineer. Steve Sapp called the vote to question.  The motion failed 8-7.
