
Bonne Femme Stakeholder Committee Minutes 29 Jan., 2007

Meeting ran 2 hours, 30 minutes

Ms. Travlos moved to approve the December 5th 2006 meeting minutes, Ms. Terry seconded the motion. It passed unanimously.  Ms. Terry moved to approve the January 8th meeting minutes, Ms. Travlos seconded the motion. It passed unanimously.   
Final Recommendations:

Mr. Montgomery clarified what was meant by a sensitive area protection ordinance.  Ms. Smith, Ms. Pope and Mr. Sapp expressed dislike for that recommendation. Mr. Sapp moved to remove it, Ms. Pope seconded the motion. It failed, with Ms. Smith, Ms. Crane, Ms. Pope, and Mr. Sapp the only ones voting for it; the rest of the Stakeholders voted against the motion.  Mr. Cheavens proposed to amend the statement to read “Consider a plan to provide special protections to karst and recharge areas.” The Stakeholders, with the exception of Mr. Sapp, agreed to this re-wording.


Mr. Frueh pointed out several other recommendations that had been significantly modified since the last time the Stakeholders looked at them. There were two comments about the recommendation concerning more restrictive permits in sensitive subwatersheds.  The first had to do with what adjective to use before subwatersheds so that all 3 Subwatershed Sensitivity Analysis models are considered; the group decided to add 1 adjective borrowed from each model.  Ms. Pope did not like the wording focusing on permits, so the group agreed to change it to “The level of service (following Columbia’s proposed stormwater manual and ordinance) will be more restrictive (e.g. by one or two points on the level of service scale) in susceptible subwatersheds (following the Subwatershed Sensitivity Analysis) than in less susceptible subwatersheds . Local governments will adopt similar, compatible stormwater ordinances and design manuals.”

The Stakeholders also agreed that to add a recommendation: “More scientific analysis should be done to delineate further karst recharge and other environmentally sensitive areas, and more definitively identify sources of contamination.”



Mr Cheavens moved to approve the final recommendations, Mr. Londeree seconded the motion.  Everyone (9) voted to pass the motion, except Mr. Sapp voted against it, and Ms. Pope abstained. 
Chapter 3:


The group thought that Chapter 3 was immensely improved, and thanked the subcommittee (Ms. Terry, Ms. Smith, and Mr. Londeree) for their hard work.  Mr. Cheavens asked that some of the conclusions be followed with a statement about further studies are warranted. The Stakeholders agreed this would be good.  Mr. Londeree requested that the studies performed in conjunction with the Bonne Femme Watershed Project be publicly accessible in the future. Mr. Frueh stated that the reports will be with MDNR, Boone County Planning, and at the public library.  
Chapter 6 and Executive Summary:


The Stakeholders had no changes for either chapter.  They did request to see the glossary before the next meeting.
Formatted chapters:


 There were no specific comments about the formatting of the chapters.  Mr. Frueh reiterated that a professional editor has reviewed the document and made numerous recommendations about its layout, which Mr. Frueh is in the process of addressing.
