Stakeholder-led Watershed Land-Use Plan
1. Introduction to the project and statement of goals, mission, brief project history; maps showing watershed  
2. Identify the stream related issues within the watershed that need to be addressed within the plan.
3. Gather and analyze the relevant data concerning the current and projected future conditions within the watershed.
4. Determine areas in the watershed especially important to humans and ecosystems

5. Prioritize challenges and opportunities

6. Establish objectives to be addressed by watershed management actions
7. Put together an action plan that addresses each objective (who is responsible for doing what).
8. Implement the plan

9. Evaluate success of implementation
10. Revise plan according to results of implementation evaluation
The end product, the plan, will be used by various entities (both governmental and private) to protect streams.
