BF Steering Committee Minutes 28 June, 2006

Meeting ran 3 hours

Events:

The LID event is currently being planned with the cooperation of the Hinkson project and the Community Stormwater Project. 

We had previously discussed doing some type of planning event for our fall 2006 forum.  However, we decided to not do it because the AFT workshop last week covered many of those tools fairly well, and we did not think it was worthwhile duplicating those efforts. Instead, we decided to move up the economics debate from next spring to this fall. We decided we wanted to go with a similar format as last fall’s debate. In terms of participants, we want to have Chris Kelly moderate again, but go with all new debaters so that one side of an issue is not attached to one person.  We want to have a debater from the development perspective, one from a municipal official/public works type of perspective, and/or perhaps one from UMC who could talk in a balanced manner about both sides. 

Newsletter:


The newsletter will have the same format as the previous years. Terry showed a draft table of contents for the newsletter outlining its articles.  The group concurred that the proposed list of articles looks good. It was agreed that it would be good to have some photos of the bugs discussed in the EPT write-up. Bob asked for some guidance on how much to write, especially since the amount of space taken up by a given amount of text in Adobe InDesign is different than that of MSWord.

Stakeholder Committee:


We worked on the agenda for their next meeting.  They will start of by addressing the definitions of the obstacles to ensure they all agree. Next, they’ll discuss the goals-obstacles matrix exercise. They will end the meeting with a brainstorm about strategies for achieving the goals, address any initial questions that arise about the strategies, and figure out who will research a little further about each of the strategies.  The group concurred that it would be really good for the Stakeholders to be the active ones researching the various strategies, with staff available to guide them towards resources and answer any technical questions. The group also agreed to help get a list of potential strategies together for the Stakeholders’ use. 

Science Chapter Outline:

We discussed the outline for the watershed plan’s scientific chapter that Roxie drafted.  The group agreed to its general outline, with a few changes: including a section on the SWSA, combining stream biology and EPT study, and the section on what streams mean to wildlife being a highlighted and much shorter sub-section.  The various scientists who will help will be recognized as contributing to the respective section, although we will be able to edit their submittal, primarily to make them shorter. If there are any factual changes in meaning, we will contact each contributor to make sure we are still stating the science accurately. They will get the articles to Roxie by mid September so that she can get them to me by the end of September.

Cost-Share:


The group discussed the possibility of doing much of the work for Columbia’s signage along Forum Blvd. They agreed it was not fair for staff to do a lot of work on it, but not on other cost-share projects. Also, there is question as to how committed they are to doing it if they are not the lead party in making it happen. 


Terry and Bill briefed the rest of the group about meetings with Discovery Ridge’s design team. Terry will talk with Peyton and Gantzer about design possibilities on the site. 


The group agreed to pursue funding at Sim’s property for streambank stabilization. 


If Terry needs to act quickly on some smaller cost-share applications, he could run it by the Steering Committee via email so that they wouldn’t have to wait an entire month to move the process forward. The group also discussed how it would be good to record the info (electronically and hard copy) of what BMPs went where for future researchers. It was also discussed that a fact sheet could be started for each applicant when it comes time to discussing them, including aerial photo, staff notes, and site photos.
